Diversion and Recovery Team (DART)
	The Diversion and Recovery Team (DART) provides a synergism of intensive case management, chemical dependency treatment, housing and coordination with health services.  The program is designed to reduce unnecessary utilization of emergency rooms, hospital and  detox admissions and civil commitments while improving quality of life for clients that meet the following criteria:  
· Hennepin County Resident
· Diagnosis of Substance Dependence

· Homeless
· Frequent hospitalizations or utilization of emergency services and/or detox admissions (at least six events in the past 24 months).
· Willingness and ability to attend chemical dependency treatment and interest in a recovery oriented lifestyle.

· Ability to live independently in the community with the support of intensive case management services.

· Previous multiple treatment exposures
· At risk of civil commitment
DART provides the following services:
· Intensive case management team comprised of social workers, vocational specialists, chemical health counselors and nursing.

· DART refers most clients to the State Operated Service CARE Rule 31 outpatient chemical dependency program at 1800 Chicago as well as other programs depending on client need and insurance payors.

· Nursing assessment and care plan, referrals, and handoffs to providers to ensure access to coordinated health services.

· Housing: DART has developed working relationships with various GRH programs in Hennepin County to facilitate fast track housing for client participants.
· Rule 25 assessments and placement in a chemical dependency program.
